Open House Signs

Real estate open house
signs

Section 18.96.030 I of the
Pleasanton Municipal Code pro-
vides an exception to the general
sign ordinance to allow for the dis-
play of real estate open house signs
with certain

restriction.

Sign Guidelines

e Must be free standing A-frame
or sandwich board type

« May be no larger than 36 tall
and 24” wide

e May not use riders, tags,
streamers, balloons or other
items attached to sign

o Limited to 4 open house signs
per open house*
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Sign Placement

Allowed on public property

Prohibited on all median strips,
center dividers, or roadway islands
or safety zones

May not interfere with or impede
pedestrian, bicycle, or vehicular
travel

If placed on sidewalk, must leave
sufficient room for wheel chairs
and strollers to easily pass by

Enforcement

The improper placement of open
house signs is enforced by the city
Code Enforcement unit in the Plan-
ning Division and by the Police De-
partment.

Improperly placed open house signs
on public property may be removed
without warning, and a removal fee
will be imposed.

Flagrant or repeated violations may
result in fines of $100 per sign.

Claiming Missing Signs

Open house signs removed by the
city will be kept for no more than 30
days. Signs may be claimed by call-
ing the Code Enforcement office at:

931-5620 or 931-5621

Removal fees will be charged prior
to returning the signs.
